The health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 is a federal program that requires that all medical records and individually identifiable health information used or disclosed by us be kept properly confidential. As required by “HIPAA”, following is an explanation of how we are required to maintain the privacy of your health information and how we may disclose your health information. We may use and disclose your medical records only for each of the following purposes:

· Treatment. Providing, coordination, or managing health care and related services by one or more health care providers.

· Payment. Such activities as obtaining reimbursement for services, confirming coverage, billing or collection activities, and utilization review.

· Health care operation. Include the business aspects of running our practice, such as conducting quality assessment and improvement activities, auditing functions and customer service.

We may contact you to provide appointment reminders or information about treatment alternatives or other heal-related benefits and services that may be of interest to you. 

Any other uses and disclosures will be made only with your written authorization. You may revoke such authorization in writing and we are required to honor and abide by that written request, except to the extent that we have already taken actions relying on your authorization. You have the following rights with respect to your protected health information, which you can exercise by persisting a written request to a member of the Abundant Life Bowenwork staff.


-The right to request restrictions on certain uses and disclosures of protected health information. 


  We are, however, not required to agree to a requested restriction. If we do agree to a 
  
 
  restriction, we must abide by it unless you agree in writing to remove it.


-The right to reasonable requests to receive confidential communications of protected health 
    
  information from us by alternative means or at alternative locations.


-The right to inspect and copy you protected health information.


-The right to amend your protected health information.


-The right to receive an accounting of disclosures of protected health information.


-The right to request a copy of our current Notice of Privacy practices at any time.

If you feel that your rights to privacy have been violated, you may file a complaing with this office or with the secretary of the dep. of health and juman services. All complaints must be submitted in writing.
